0. Additional Definitions.

As used herein, "this License" refers to version 3 of the G\U Lesser
CGeneral Public License, and the "GNU GPL" refers to version 3 of the G\U
General Public License.

"The Library" refers to a covered work governed by this License,
other than an Application or a Conbi ned Wrk as defined bel ow.

An "Application" is any work that makes use of an interface provided
by the Library, but which is not otherw se based on the Library.
Defining a subclass of a class defined by the Library is deened a node
of using an interface provided by the Library.

A "Combi ned Wrk" is a work produced by conbining or Iinking an
Application with the Library. The particular version of the Library
wi th which the Conmbined Wrk was made is al so called the "Linked
Ver si on".

The "M ni mal Correspondi ng Source" for a Conbi ned Wrk neans the

Cor respondi ng Source for the Conbined Wrk, excluding any source code
for portions of the Conbined Work that, considered in isolation, are
based on the Application, and not on the Linked Version.

The "Correspondi ng Application Code" for a Conbi ned Wrk neans the

obj ect code and/or source code for the Application, including any data
and utility prograns needed for reproducing the Conbi ned Work fromthe
Application, but excluding the System Libraries of the Conmbi ned Work.

1. Exception to Section 3 of the GNU GPL.

You may convey a covered work under sections 3 and 4 of this License
wi t hout being bound by section 3 of the GNU GPL.

2. Conveying Modified Versions.

If you nodify a copy of the Library, and, in your nodifications, a
facility refers to a function or data to be supplied by an Application
that uses the facility (other than as an argument passed when the
facility is invoked), then you may convey a copy of the nodified

versi on:

a) under this License, provided that you nake a good faith effort to
ensure that, in the event an Application does not supply the

b) Acconpany the object code with a copy of the GNU GPL and this |icense
docunent .

4. Conbi ned Works.

You nay convey a Conbi ned Work under terns of your choice that,
taken together, effectively do not restrict nodification of the
portions of the Library contained in the Conbi ned Work and reverse
engi neering for debuggi ng such nodifications, if you also do each of
the follow ng:

a) G ve prominent notice with each copy of the Conbined Wirk that
the Library is used in it and that the Library and its use are
covered by this License.

b) Acconpany the Conbined Work with a copy of the GNU GPL and this |icense
docunent .

c) For a Conbined Work that displays copyright notices during
execution, include the copyright notice for the Library anong
these notices, as well as a reference directing the user to the
copies of the GNU GPL and this |icense docunent.

d) Do one of the follow ng:

0) Convey the M ninal Correspondi ng Source under the terns of this
Li cense, and the Correspondi ng Application Code in a form
